Annotated Bibliography

The annotated bibliography is designed to provide a brief survey of the important resources in your field. I'm asking you to split this into two parts: one for secondary sources and another for primary sources.

2-4 Secondary Sources. 1-2 Primary Sources

Secondary Source: Correct Bibliographical Citation. Sentence summarizing thesis (e.g., "Kibbey argues . . ."). Sentence summarizing evidence (this claim is based on . . . [specific source]). Sentence placing work in scholarly dialogue (e.g., this agrees with, or supplements, or argues against, or refute). Sentence evaluating the text, especially as it relates to your topic.

Primary Source: Correct Bibliographic Citation. 2-3 Sentences explaining the date, author, and subject of the text. 1-2 sentences describing how the source is relevant to your topic.

 

Sample Secondary Source Entry: 

Dixon, Sandra Lee. Augustine: The Scattered and Gathered Self. Saint Louis: Chalice Press, 1999. Dixon argues that the neo-platonic notion of the "many and the one" was central to the resolution of the emotional, philosophical, and theological conflicts that plagued Augustine. Dixon's argument is based on a close reading of The Confessions in its social context, which she constructs primarily from secondary sources (e.g., Peter Brown). Dixon offers a psychological and sociological reading of Augustine that his heavily influenced by the work of Paul Ricoeur. The most useful section of this book for my Lyotard project is chapter 8--her discussion of Confessions 10-13-because it provides the most penetrating example of her reading of Augustine's self-conscious psychology and self-referential philosophy.
