Research Paper Presentation

Overview: You will be asked to give a fifteen-minute presentation of your research paper. This presentation should include a fully-developed presentation of your argument, including a clear statement of your thesis with supporting evidence and argumentation. 

Your presentation should:

· Be persuasive. You are arguing for your interpretation of a particular form of religious expression.

· Be informative. We should learn something new about some religious artifact, practice, text, ritual, movement, etc.

· Be analytical. You should provide a sophisticated analysis of the subject.

· Interpretive. You should explain the meaning and significance of the artifact, text, ritual, etc. you are analyzing.

· Allow a few minutes for questions.

Time: 15 minutes total. You should plan on presenting for about ten minutes, leaving five minutes for Q & A.

You may choose to read your presentation, but keep in mind that a typed, double-spaced page takes about two minutes to read. (This is what I would prefer.)

You may choose to present a PowerPoint or other media.

You may choose to provide the class with a handout that may include your thesis, key supporting points, key pieces of textual or visual evidence, etc. This would be very much appreciated.
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
