Exam 1 Study Guide

You will need a LARGE GREEN OR BLUE BOOK (available in the bookstore).

You will record your answers in BLUE OR BLACK INK.

The exam will be divided into three parts.

Part I: Short Answer. I will give you five questions based on the reading questions and class lectures. You will respond in about a page or less per question in your Blue Book to FOUR of those questions. (15-20 minutes)

Part II. Textual Analysis. : I will give you three quotations from the assigned readings. You will choose TWO of those quotations and, in a Blue Book, write a three-paragraph mini-essay on the quotation using the following format (20-30 minutes): 

Paragraph One: Identify the quotation in terms of text, author, place within the 


narrative, speaker, etc.(1-2 sentences)


Paragraph Two: Explain how the quotation relates to the arguments, themes, etc. 


in the rest of the work from which it is taken. (3-5 sentences)


Paragraph Three: Relate the quotation (and the themes/ideas expressed in it) to at


least one other work (or episode within the same work) we’ve read this 
semester that deals with the same issues, themes, ideas, etc. (i.e. compare and/or contrast) (3-5 sentences)

Part III. Long Answer: I will give you two questions, and you will answer ONE in about five paragraphs. (30 minutes)
Practice Short Answer Question:

What are the three forms of government Darius and his comrades consider for their new state? What do they think are the strengths and weaknesses of each?

Practice Quotation:
“Oh, Hector, you were the dearest to me by far

Of all my husband’s brothers. . .

. . . And I have never had an unkind word from you.”

Practice Long Answer Question:

Summarize and explain the various depictions of Helen offered in the works we have read so far this semester. In the course of doing so you should develop a thesis regarding her significance for the ancient Greeks.
